PRINCIPAL’'S PERSPECTIVE - Yesterday the Wisconsin State
Supreme Court listened to arguments in the case against Public Health of Madison in
Dane County dealing with the closing of schools to in-person learning. One of the
plaintiffs in the case is the Wisconsin Council of Religious and Independent Schools
(WCRIS). WCRIS is a lobby group that looks out for the rights of private and
independent schools. Eastside Lutheran is a member of WCRIS.

In its latest weekly newsletter WCRIS stated that it could be months before a decision is
made in this case. Eastside will continue to provide in-person instruction until and
unless we are told otherwise.

Eastside will continue to review its educational plan for the 2020-2021 school year and
make changes as needed. The Board of Child Discipleship (BoCD-school board) will
meet on Sunday December 13 and will be reviewing the plan as we get ready for the
second semester.

We thank God for the success of our plan of in-person learning with a live virtual option
for the first semester of this school year. We are truly blessed.
